I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On September 22, 1999, Communications Billing, Inc. (“CBI”), and Vista Group International, Inc. (“Vista”), filed a joint petition seeking Commission approval for CBI to acquire a certain portion of the subscriber base of Vista, and to grant this petition on an expedited basis. 

2. Vista is registered with this Commission as a long distance toll reseller in accordance with 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-51 and § 40-15-302.5, C.R.S.  Vista provides no other type of telecommunications service in Colorado.  CBI has no registrations or certifications in Colorado, but since CBI will be acquiring a customer base in Colorado, it must also register as a long distance toll reseller.

3. Per § 40-15-302.5, C.R.S., and 4 CCR 723-51, toll resellers must register with this Commission, update their registrations within 15 days of any changes to their regis-trations, file annual reports, and make contributions to all lawful funds or support mechanisms administered by the Commis-sion.  Long distance toll resellers are not obligated to apply to this Commission for permission to sell or transfer the assets of the company.

4. This application is acceptable to this Commis-sion, however, approval of an application of this type from a long distance toll reseller, is an unnecessary request.  This type of transfer is not jurisdictional to this Commission.

B. Findings and Conclusions

The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. This application by Communications Billing, Inc., and Vista Group International, Inc., is acceptable to this Com-mission.

6. Commission approval for this acquisition is unnecessary. 

7. Within 15 days from the mailing date of this Order, Communications Billing Inc., will register as a reseller of long distance toll, and follow all procedures stipulated in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-51.

8. Within 15 days from the mailing date of this Order, Vista Group International, Inc., will update as neces-sary, its registration as a reseller of long distance toll, per Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-51. 

9. In accordance with 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-51, this Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
