I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On September 1, 1999, Nextlink Long Distance Services, Inc. ("Nextlink LD"), filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services, spe-cifically:  InterLATA and IntraLATA toll on a facilities and resale basis.

2. Nextlink LD included with its application a form to register as a reseller of long distance toll services.  This form will be handled separately from this application.

3. On September 8, 1999, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed and Notice of Hearing, giving notice of the application to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before October 8, 1999.

4. On November 2, 1999, Nextlink LD filed its first supplement to its application to correct and clarify certain omissions and ambiguities in the original application, as requested by Commission Staff.  This first supplement included a letter from the company explaining why Nextlink Communications, Inc., made the business decision to establish Nextlink LD as an IntraLATA and InterLATA toll provider, despite having an exist-ing subsidiary in Colorado, Nextlink of Colorado, Inc., that provides these services.  Commission Staff was concerned that the company was asking for overlapping authority in this situa-tion.

B. Discussion

5. The Commission finds that this matter may be con-sidered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

6. Granting the application of Nextlink LD is con-sistent with the legislative policy statements contained in § 40-15-101, C.R.S.

7. Nextlink LD is informed that prior to providing emerging competitive telecommunications services, it must have on file with the Commission effective tariffs for its services.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. Nextlink Long Distance Services, Inc.'s applica-tion is deemed complete.

9. Nextlink Long Distance Services, Inc., is granted a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide the following emerging competitive telecommunications services throughout the state of Colorado:  interLATA toll and intraLATA toll on a facilities and resale basis.

10. Nextlink Long Distance Services, Inc., has not requested and is not granted any specific form of relaxed regu-lation for its emerging competitive telecommunications services.

11. Prior to providing any of the emerging competi-tive services listed above, Nextlink Long Distance Services, Inc., must file applicable tariffs within 90 days of the effec-tive date of this Order.  If Nextlink Long Distance Services, Inc., fails to file tariffs within 90 days, the authority to provide emerging competitive services shall, without further order of the Commission, be deemed null and void.  For good cause shown, and if a proper request is filed within 90 days of the effective date of this Order, the Commission may grant Nextlink Long Distance Services, Inc., additional time within which to file tariffs.

12. Consistent with terms and conditions established in previous Commission decisions, Nextlink Long Distance Serv-ices, Inc., will be required to participate in the Colorado High Cost Fund and any other financial support mechanisms that may be created in the future by the Commission to implement §§ 40-15-502(4) and (5), C.R.S.

13. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
