I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On September 8, 1999, Telecommunications Engi-neering Services and Systems, LLC (“Tess LLC”), filed an appli-cation seeking approval of a transfer of its Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to provide competitive local exchange communications (“CLEC”) services and emerging competitive (“Part 3”) telecommunications services, to Tess Com-munications of Colorado, Inc.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-55 and 4 CCR 723-37.

2. On October 12, 1999, Tess LLC filed its first supplement to this application, and on October 29, 1999, Tess LLC filed its second and third supplements to this application.   These supplements added information that had been omitted from the original application or clarified information necessary to complete the application according to the rules of this Com-mission.

3. Tess Communications of Colorado, Inc., will con-tinue to be operated in the same manner that Tess LLC was operated.  There will be no change in policies, or in employees and management of the company.  This transfer is being conducted in order to utilize the tax and other business advantages of a corporate structure, rather than continuing to operate as a lim-ited liability company.

4. Tess LLC was granted its CPCNs to provide CLEC and Part 3 services on a facilities and resale basis, in Deci-sion No. C99-61, Docket No. 98A-537T, effective January 19, 1999.  The Part 3 services that Tess LLC was granted authority to provide were advanced features, premium services, switched access, interLATA and intraLATA toll, private line, and non-optional operator services.  Tess LLC is authorized to provide CLEC services in U S WEST Communications, Inc.’s operating area and Part 3 services throughout the State of Colorado. 

5. On September 14, 1999, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice of this application to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before October 14, 1999.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.

6. Tess LLC will provide notice of its name change to its customers, inside its next billing.

B. Discussion

7. The application is unopposed and may be con-sidered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

8. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer is not contrary to the public interest.  4 CCR 723-1-55(c)(12) and (c)(13)(D) and 4 CCR 723-37-3.2.7.  §§ 40-15-101, 40-15-501, and 40-15-502, C.R.S.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

9. The application by Telecommunications Engineering Services and Systems, LLC is deemed complete.

10. Telecommunications Engineering Services and Sys-tems, LLC must notify its customers of this transfer to Tess Communications of Colorado, Inc., in billing statements that are issued by the company in the first or second billing cycle, following the effective date of this Order.

11. The application to approve the proposed transfer is granted.

12. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
