I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On October 7, 1999, Octal Resources, Inc., doing business as O'Neal Water Works (“O'Neal”), filed an application seeking    Commission authorization to proceed with a pending sale of stock and subsequent change in control of the company and its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity ("CPCN") to provide jurisdictional water services in an area east of Pueblo, Colorado.

2. On October 20, 1999, by Decision No. C99-1120 in Docket No. 98A-088W, the Commission affirmed O'Neal's status as a public utility and granted to O'Neal a CPCN. 
3. O'Neal's request for a CPCN was initiated as a result of a stipulation entered in Docket No. 97C-325W.  Docket No. 97C-325W was opened following the filing of a complaint and Commission Staff's investigation.
B. Findings of Fact and Conclusions  

1. O'Neal is a supplier of residential domestic water to approximately 160 customers in an area lying immediately east of the City of Pueblo, Pueblo County, Colorado.

2. O'Neal stockholders, interests of Charles C. Jett, interests of Nellie R. Jett, and Jerry Wells, indi-vidually, have entered into a stock purchase agreement for the sale of all the outstanding stock in the company to Robert P. Paradiso and Barbara A. Paradiso. As described in the stock purchase agreement, both sellers and buyers affirm that the transaction is contingent upon approval by the Commission. 

3. Information prescribed in Rule 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-55 was presented to the Commission for its review and consideration.  We conclude that good grounds exist for granting the application.

II. ORDER

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application for Commission authorization for the change in control of Octal Resources, Inc., doing business as O'Neal Water Works through the proposed  transfer of the outstanding stock  from the interests of Charles R. Jett, the interests of Nellie R. Jett, and Jerry Wells, individually, to Robert P. Paradiso and Barbara A. Paradiso is complete and granted.

2. Robert P. Paradiso and Barabara A. Paradiso, as the new owners of Octal Resources, Inc., doing business as O'Neal Water Works shall file an advice letter to place into effect an initial tariff of rates, charges, rules, and regula-tions, etc. pursuant to applicable provisions of § 40-3-103 and § 40-3-104, C.R.S., and applicable Commission rules within 30 days of the effective date of this Order.   

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
