I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. This Application was filed on October 28, 1999, by Concert Communications Sales LLC ("Concert"), British Telecommuni-cations plc ("BT"), and AT&T Corp. ("AT&T") (together "Appli-cants").  The application, pursuant to Rule 55 of this Commis-sion's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regula-tions ("CCR") 723-1 and 4 CCR 723-37, is for authority for BT, the corporate parent of Concert to transfer a 50 percent controlling interest of Concert to AT&T for the purpose of creating a joint venture using Concert. 

2. Concert intends to continue as a separate subsid-iary in Colorado with a new corporate organization structure hav-ing both BT and AT&T as ultimate corporate parents. 

3. Applicants requested a shortened ten-day notice in its application due to the proximity of the contemplated closing date of the joint venture agreement.  This request was addressed and approved at the Commissioner's Weekly Meeting on November 3, 1999.  The Commission issued a notice of the Application on November 4, 1999.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  

4. When the transfer is completed, BT, AT&T, and Con-cert will have an equal ownership control of Concert. 

B. Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

2. Concert is a limited liability company organized under the laws of the State of Delaware and currently authorized to do business in Colorado.  Concert currently is authorized to provide competitive local exchange and emerging competitive (Part 3) telecommunications services, including non-optional oper-ator services to consumers in Colorado.

3. Concert obtained its certificate to operate as a local telecommunications service provider in Colorado in Docket No. 99A-199T, Decision No. C99-663 (dated June 18, 1999).

4. We conclude that the application states sufficient grounds for Commission approval and is not contrary to the public interest.

ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

5. The joint application by Concert Communications Sales LLC, British Telecommunications plc, and AT&T Corp. is deemed complete and granted.

6. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
