I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings, and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the motion for leave to notice a late intervention filed by Trial Staff of the Commission ("Staff") on November 30, 1999.

2. The Commission finds that Staff's motion is defi-cient.  Staff's motion identifies no substantive concerns with the application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado ("Public Service") to transfer certain pipeline assets.  Furthermore, Staff's motion does not address the issue of whether it desires this matter to proceed to a hearing.

3. An opportunity to supplement the motion will enable the Commission to properly consider the merits of Staff's implied disagreement with and/or need to further investigate the application as filed.  Prejudice to other parties is limited because Staff is the only potential intervenor in this matter to date.  Staff shall file any supplement no later than December 3, 1999 and service on Public Service shall be accomplished by hand delivery.

4. Similarly, the Commission finds that Public Serv-ice should be provided an opportunity to respond to Staff's motion.  The Commission shortens response time to the motion and supplement to December 7, 1999, because of the expedited nature of this matter.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. Trial Staff of the Commission may supplement its motion for leave to notice a late intervention.  Any such sup-plement shall be filed no later than December 3, 1999 and shall be served by hand-delivery upon Public Service Company of Colorado and its counsel.

6. Response time to the motion for leave to notice a late intervention and any supplement filed by Trial Staff of the Commission is shortened to December 7, 1999.

7. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
