I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. This matter comes before the Commission on the motion of Qwest Communications Corporation, Lci International Telecom Corp., Usld Communications, Inc., and U S WEST Commu-nications, Inc. (“Applicants”), for clarification of the Commis-sion’s order for extraordinary protective measures for certain proprietary information.  AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., filed an objection to the motion.    

2. At the Commissioner’s Weekly Meeting on Novem-ber 24, 1999, the Applicants’ motion for an extraordinary pro-tective order was considered and granted in part and denied in part.  The ruling specified that only counsel and a single expert for each party would be allowed access to the subject documents.  The Applicants now ask that the documents be avail-able only to outside counsel and an expert.

3. We are not persuaded by the Applicants’ argu-ments, especially given the December 6, 1999, hearing date.

II. ORDER

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Motion of Qwest Communications Corporation, LCI International Telecom Corp., USLD Communications, Inc., and U S WEST Communications Inc., for Clarification of the Commis-sion’s Order Limiting the Release of Highly Confidential and Proprietary Information and to Shorten Response Time is denied.
