Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of (1) the request by the Colorado Independent Energy Association ("CIEA") to withdraw its intervention and (2) the motion for extension of time to file supplemental answer testimony filed by the City and County of Denver ("Denver") on December 1, 1999.  On December 8, 1999, Public Service Company of Colorado ("Public Service") filed a response opposing Denver's motion.

2. The Commission accepts the withdrawal of intervention filed by CIEA.  Nicholas Muller should be removed from the service list in this docket.

3. The Commission finds that Denver has stated good cause for a partial grant of its request for an extension of time to file supplemental answer testimony.  Denver requests an extension until December 25, 1999.  This extension is too long in light of the January 12, 2000 due date for Public Service's rebuttal testimony.  Because Denver's motion has already been pending for 9 days, the Commission finds that a deadline of December 15, 1999, with service on Public Service via hand-delivery, reasonably accommodates the interests of both Denver and Public Service.

ORDER

The Commission Orders That:

4. The withdrawal of intervention filed by the Colorado Independent Energy Association is accepted.  All parties shall remove Nicholas Muller from the service list in this Docket.

5. The motion for extension of time filed by the City and County of Denver is granted, in part.

6. The City and County of Denver may file supplemental answer testimony in this Docket on or before December 15, 1999.  The City and County of Denver shall serve Public Service Company of Colorado by hand-delivery.  The City and County of Denver should serve all other parties in accordance with the respective methods previously noticed in this matter.

7. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
