I. statement

A.
On November 20, 1998, Intervenor Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, Inc. (“Englewood Express”), filed a Motion for Consolidation of Docket No. 98A-449CP, the application Docket, and Docket No. 98F-516CP, the complaint Docket.  Englewood Express believes that the issues in the two dockets are substantially similar and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.

B.
On December 4, 1998, Cirit Transportation, Inc., doing business as Shuttle King and Remzi Cirit, the Applicant in Docket No. 98A-449CP and Respondent in Docket No. 98F-416CP filed a Reply Objecting to the Motion to Consolidate the Cases for Joint Hearing and Disposition.

C.
It is found that the Motion for Consolidation of Cases for Joint Hearing and Disposition should be denied.  The issues involved in the two cases are substantially different, one being an application case, the other being a complaint case.  Although there is an overlap of issues particularly with respect to fitness, the application involves issues that are not present in the complaint case.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion for Consolidation of Cases for Joint Hearing and Disposition filed on November 20, 1998 by Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, Inc., is denied.
