I. statement

A.
On November 12, 1998, Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) filed this application seeking approval of an air quality improvement rider.  The Commission issued a notice of application and set the matter for a hearing to be held on February 18, 1999.  Numerous parties have inter-vened in this proceeding.

B.
On December 28, 1998, Public Service filed its Motion to Vacate and Reset Hearing, for Establishment of Procedural Schedule, and for Waiver of Response Time.  By this motion Public Service seeks to vacate the hearing currently scheduled for February 18, 1999 and establish a procedural schedule which it suggests is more realistic given the number of witnesses and parties.

C.
On December 31, 1998, the Colorado Independent Energy Association (“CIEA”) and Trigen-Nations Energy Company, LLLP (“Trigen”) filed a Response to the motion of Public Service.  CIEA and Trigen generally agree with the need to vacate the currently-scheduled hearing, but disagree with the proposed pro-cedural schedule set forth by Public Service.  CIEA and Trigen suggest that a scheduling conference be held in the near future to establish procedural milestones, an alternative which was also suggested by Public Service.  On January 4, 1999, the Office of Consumer Counsel filed its Response to the Motion to Vacate and Reset requesting a prehearing or status conference to establish procedural deadlines.

D.
Response time to the Motion will be waived.  The order below establishes a prehearing conference for the purpose of establishing procedural milestones, to include dates for the filing of testimony, discovery cutoff, hearing dates, and other appropriate events.  In addition, other procedural matters as appropriate will be addressed at the prehearing conference.  The hearing currently set for February 18, 1999 is vacated.
