I. statement

A.

A.
It Is Ordered That:

1. The following entities are granted intervention in this proceeding:  Colorado Oil Gas Association; City and County of Denver; Colorado Rural Electric Association; Colorado Indus-trial Energy Consumers; the North American Power Group, Ltd.; Tri-State Generation and Transmission Association, Inc.; Colorado Independent Energy Association; Trigen-Nations Energy Company, L.L.L.P.; Colorado Mining Association; Colorado Rural Energy Society; Enron Capital and Trade Group Resources Corporation; the Land and Water Fund of the Rockies; the Environmental Defense Fund; and the City of Boulder.

2. The Rocky Mountain Chapter of the Sierra Club is granted intervention in this proceeding on the condition that it identify its representative in this proceeding no later than the prehearing conference in this matter.
