I. statement

A.
On December 4, 1998, Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express (“Applicant”) filed a Motion to Dismiss the Interventions of Golden West Commuter, LLC (“Golden West”), Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, Inc. (“Englewood Express”), and Denver Taxi, LLC, Denver Shuttle, LLC, and Shuttle Associates, LLC (“Yellow Transportation”).

B.
On December 18, 1998, Golden West and Englewood Express filed a Reply in Opposition to the Motion to Dismiss Interven-tions.  Golden West and Englewood Express also requested an award of attorney’s fees.

C.
On December 30, 1998, Yellow Transportation filed a Motion for Declaration that Applicant’s Motion for Dismissal of Interventions is inapplicable to Yellow Transportation’s inter-vention in the permanent authority case.  Yellow Transportation states that it did not intervene in the permanent application case until December 22, 1998, over two weeks later than the motion of Applicant to dismiss Yellow Transportation’s interven-tion.

D.
The motion of Applicant for dismissal of interventions does not state good grounds, therefore the motion will be denied.  The request for attorney’s fees filed by Golden West and Englewood Express will be denied.  The motion of Yellow Trans-portation for a declaration that Applicant’s request for dis-missal of its intervention is inapplicable to the permanent application is granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express to dismiss the interventions of Golden West Commuter, LLC, Schaefer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, Inc., and Denver Taxi, LLC, Denver Shuttle, LLC, and Shuttle Associates, LCC is denied.

2. The request for attorney’s fees filed by Golden West Commuter, LLC and Schaefer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, Inc., is denied.

3. The motion of Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express to dismiss intervention is inapplicable to

Denver Taxi, LLC, Denver Shuttle, LLC, and Shuttle Associates, LLC.

4.
This Order is effective immediately.
