I. statement

A.
On January 7, 1999, Intervenors, Golden West Commuter, LLC (“Golden West”) and Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express, Inc. (“Englewood Express”), filed a Motion to Dismiss the Application as a Discovery Sanc-tion.

B.
Golden West and Englewood Express state that on Decem-ber 14, 1998, they served discovery requests upon Applicant Cirit Transportation, Inc., doing business as Shuttle King (“Shuttle King”).  The responses to the discovery requests were due on or before December 24, 1998.  Golden West and Englewood Express state that they have not received responses to the discovery request.

C.
On January 21, 1999, Shuttle King filed an amendment to its application, and a Reply to the Motion to Dismiss Applica-tion.  Applicant also filed a Motion for Extension of Time to Respond to Discovery Requests as an Alternative Motion.  Appli-cant opposes the Motion to Dismiss.  Applicant also moved to restrictively amend its application to exclude points abutting the opposite sides of the streets and roads which define the limits of the authority of Golden West and Englewood Express.  The amendment is accepted.

D.
The motion of Golden West and Englewood Express to dis-miss the application as a discovery sanction is denied.  The motion of Applicant for an extension of time to respond to dis-covery requests of Golden West and Englewood Express is denied.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Golden West and Englewood Express to dismiss the application as a discovery sanction is denied.

2. The motion of Applicant, Cirit Transportation, Inc., doing business as Shuttle King to restrictively amend its application is granted.

3. The Alternative Motion for an Extension of Time to Respond to Discovery filed by Applicant is denied.

4. Applicant shall forthwith respond to the discovery requests of Golden West and Englewood Express.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
