I. statement

A.
On February 2, 1999, Metro Taxi, Inc. (“Metro”), filed a Motion for Enlargement of Time to File Exceptions in Decision No. R99-45.  Metro requests an enlargement in which to file its exceptions until ten calendar days after the full transcript is made available.
