I. statement, findings, and conclusions

A.
On November 12, 1998, University Services, Inc., doing business as Passenger Express (“Applicant”), filed the captioned application.

B.
On November 23, 1998, the Commission issued notice of the application as follows:

For authority to extend operations under Contract Car-rier Permit No. B-9790 to include the transportation of

passengers and their baggage

between Hampton Inn, 6290 tower Road, Denver, Colorado; Micotel, 18600 East 63rd Avenue, Denver, Colorado; Com-fort Suites, 6210 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado; Quality Inn and Suites, I-70 East, 4590 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado; Ramada Inn-Denver Airport, 3737 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

C.
On December 22, 1998, Cabs, Inc., doing business as Zone Cabs, Inc. (“Zone”), filed an Entry of Appearance and Notice of Intervention.

D.
The Commission set this matter for hearing for Febru-ary 11, 1999.

E.
On January 13, 1999, Zone unconditionally withdrew its intervention.

F.
On January 25, 1999, Applicant requested that the application be handled under the Commission’s modified, no hear-ing procedure since the application was unopposed.

G.
Since the application is noncontested, the application qualifies for consideration under the provisions of § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Prac-tice and procedure.

H.
It is found that Applicant is financially and otherwise fit to perform the specialized service needed by its customers and that the extension should therefore be granted.  These find-ings are based upon Applicant’s application, attached balance sheet, support letters, and other documents contained in the official file of the Commission.

I.
Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the Commission enters the following order.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. University Services, Inc., doing business as Pas-senger Express is granted an extension of Contract Carrier Permit No. B-9790 to operate as a contract carrier by motor vehicle for hire for the transportation of:

Passengers and their baggage

between Hampton Inn, 6290 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado; Micotel, 18600 East 63rd Avenue, Denver, Colorado; Com-fort Suites, 6210 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado; Quality Inn and Suites I-70 East, 4590 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado; Ramada Inn-Center Airport, 3737 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted to pro-viding service for the following named customers only:

(1)
Hampton Inn, 6290 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado;

(2)
Micotel, 18600 East 63rd Avenue, Denver, Colorado;

(3)
Comfort Suites, 6210 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado;

(4)
Quality Inn and Suites I-70 East, 4590 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado; and

(5)
Ramada Inn-Denver Airport, 3737 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado.

2.
The full and complete authority of Contract Car-rier Permit No. B-9790, including the authority authorized by this Decision, reads as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage:

(A)
Between the Cherry Creek Inn at 600 South Colo-rado Boulevard, Glendale, Colorado, Crestmoor Downs at 240 South Monaco Parkway, Denver, Colo-rado, the Landmark Inn at 455 South Colorado Boulevard, Denver, Colorado, the United Airlines Flight Training Center at 7401 Martin Luther King Boulevard, Denver, Colorado, Stapleton Interna-tional Airport and Denver International Airport; and

(B)
Between Hampton Inn, 6290 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado; Micotel, 18600 East 63rd Avenue, Den-ver, Colorado; Comfort Suites, 6210 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado; Quality Inn and Suites I-70 East, 4590 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado, Ramada Inn – Denver Airport, 3737 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and Denver International Airport, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:

(1) Item (A) is restricted to providing service for only United Airlines.

(2) Item (B) is restricted to providing service for the following named customers only:

(1) Hampton Inn, 6290 Tower Road, Denver, Colo-rado;

(2) Micotel, 18600 East 63rd Avenue, Denver, Colorado;

(3) Comfort Suites, 6210 Tower Road, Denver, Colorado;

(4) Quality Inn and Suites, I-70 East, 4590 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado; and

(5) Ramada Inn-Denver Airport, 3737 Quebec Street, Denver, Colorado.

3.
The extended authority granted in ordering para-graph no. 1 is conditioned on Applicant meeting the requirements contained in this Order and is not effective until these require-ments have been met.  All operations shall be strictly contract operations, the Commission retaining jurisdiction to make such amendments to this permit is deemed advisable.

4.
Applicant shall file the necessary tariffs, required insurance, and any other requirement of the Commission.  Operations on the extension may not begin until these require-ments have been met and the Applicant has been notified by the Commission that operations may begin.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the mailing date of this Order, then ordering para-graph no. 1 which grants extended authority to the Applicant will be void, and the authority granted will then be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for com-pliance provided the request is filed with the Commission within the 60-day period.

5.
The right of Applicant to operate shall depend upon its compliance with all present and future laws and regula-tions of the Commission.

6.
The hearing of February 11, 1999 is vacated.

7.
This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

8.
As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

9.
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
