I. statement

A. On March 1, 1999, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), and McLeodUSA Telecommunications, Inc. (“McLeodUSA”), filed, their Joint Motion to Accept Stipulation and Settlement Agreement.  By this motion the parties seek Commission approval of a Stipulation and Settlement Agreement entered into between U S WEST and McLeodUSA on February 26, 1999.  The stipulation is a resolution of one of the two issues subject to this complaint.  The issue resolved is U S WEST’s daily limitations on the use of Centrex Management System (“CMS”) priority service in Colorado.  The agreement reflects the results of negotiations and resolves all issues related to the CMS priority changes and database synchronizations which could have been contested in this docket.

B. In the stipulation the parties agree that McLeodUSA will be permitted to use the number of CMS priority changes and database syncs on a daily basis per central office as set forth below:

C. The parties have also agreed on a process by which McLeodUSA can obtain additional CMS priorities and syncs in circumstances where McLeodUSA would require additional priori-ties and syncs above the daily limitations set forth above.  This procedure requires communication and notification between the parties and would primarily depend upon whether the switch can accommodate the requested volume.

D. The proposed stipulation calls for a just and reason-able resolution of the issues related to the CMS priority changes and database synchronizations that were the subject of this complaint.  Therefore the Joint Motion to Accept Stipula-tion and Settlement Agreement should be granted.  The Stipula-tion will be incorporated into any final order in this matter.

E. The parties note that they fully intend to file an updated status report no later than March 8, 1999 on the remain-ing issue in this proceeding.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Joint Motion to Accept Stipulation and Set-tlement Agreement filed March 1, 1999, is accepted.  The Stipu-lation and Settlement Agreement resolves all issues related to the Centrex Management System priority changes and database synchronizations which could have been contested in this docket.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
