I. statement

A.
On January 28, 1999, Complainant, U S WEST Communica-tions, Inc. (“U S WEST”), filed a complaint and request for expe-dited treatment pursuant to Rule 61(j), 4 Code of Colorado Regu-lations 723-1.

B.
On February 4, 1999, the Commission issued an Order to Satisfy or Answer and scheduled a hearing for  February 19, 1999.

C.
On February 16, 1999, Respondent, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (“AT&T”), filed an Objection to the Expedited Complaint.  Rule 61(j) states that if Respondent objects to the expedited process, the complaint then proceeds under the normal complaint process.

D. On February 23, 1999, U S WEST filed a response.

F.
On February 24, 1999, AT&T and MCI Worldcom, Inc. (“MCI”), filed a motion for extension of time to assert counterclaims and request for waiver of response time. AT&T and MCI request up to and including ten days after U S WEST responds to discovery to file counterclaims. Response time is waived.  The motion will be granted.
