I. statement

A. This application was filed on February 9, 1999, and the Commission gave notice of it on February 16, 1999.  An intervention was filed by Deanna Cline, doing business as The Dee Hive Tours (“Dee Hive”) on March 4, 1999.

B. On April 6, 1999, the Applicant Florence M. Barajas, doing business as Your Ride Taxicab Service filed a request seeking to amend the application to narrow it so as to satisfy the interest of the Intervenor.  Applicant seeks to amend the application to restrict against providing transportation service in either taxi or call-and-demand limousine service that origi-nates or terminates in Lake County, Colorado.  The proposed amendment is restrictive in nature, administratively enforce-able, and it is accepted.  As amended, there is no overlap between the authority sought in this application and the author-ity possessed by Dee Hive.  Therefore the intervention of Dee Hive is dismissed.

C. The matter is now uncontested.  A review of the file, including the support letters filed in both the temporary and permanent authority applications, as well as the verified appli-cation, indicates a public need for the proposed service.  Any existing common carrier service in the area covered by the application is substantially inadequate.  Applicant is fit, financially and otherwise.  The application should be granted in its amended form.

D. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recom-mended that the Commission enter the following order.

E. The Commission Orders That:

Docket No. 99A-056CP, being an application of Florence M. Barajas, doing business as Your Ride Taxicab Service, Trinidad, Colorado, is granted in amended form.  Hence-

forth Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 55039 shall read as follows:

I.
Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in taxi service,

between all points within a 20-mile radius of the intersection of Interstate 25 and U.S. High-way 350 in Trinidad, Colorado, and between said points, on the one hand, and all points within the following named towns and cities, on the other hand:  Cuchara, Colorado; Las  Animas, Colorado, Springfield, Colorado; Pueblo, Colo-rado; and Colorado Springs, Colorado.  Certifi-cate holder is expressly authorized to provide taxi service to all intermediate points between Trinidad, Colorado, and Cuchara, Colorado, via Colorado Highway 12; between Trinidad, Colorado, and Las Animas, Colorado, via U.S. Highways 350 and 50; between Trinidad, Colorado, and Spring-field, Colorado, via U.S. Highway 160; and between Trinidad, Colorado, and Colorado Springs, Colorado, via interstate 25.

II.
Transportation of

Passengers and their baggage, in taxi and call-and-demand limousine service, 

From all points within a 20-mile radius of the intersection of Interstate Highway 25 and Colo-rado Highway 350 in Trinidad, Colorado, on the one hand, to all points in the State of Colorado, on the other hand, with express authorization to provide round trip service.

RESTRICTION:

Part II of this authority is restricted against pro-viding service which originates or terminates in Lake County, Colorado.

To the extent Parts I and II of this authority over-lap, there is only one operating right.

1. The hearing in this matter set for May 12, 1999 is vacated.
2. Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commis-sion certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issu-ance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Appli-cant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering para-graph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant addi-tional time for compliance.
3. The hearing in this matter scheduled for May 12, 1999 is vacated.
4.
This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

5.
As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

6.
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
