I. statement

A. On March 26, 1999, Levtzow, LLC (“Movant”) filed an Entry of Appearance, Motion to Consolidate Dockets, Vacate and Reschedule Hearing, and to Establish Procedural Schedule.

B. On April 5, 1999, Colorado West Transportation Co., Inc., d/b/a Telluride Shuttle and Taxi, (Telluride Taxi) filed a Reply. 

C. Movant requests that the hearing of the instant trans-fer docket currently scheduled for May 7, 1999 be vacated,  reset and heard in Denver. Telluride Taxi does not object to the Motion to Vacate and Reset.  Good cause having been shown, the Motion to Reschedule Hearing will be granted.

D. Movant next requests that the application docket, 98A-571BP be consolidated with the transfer docket, 99A-049CP.  Telluride Taxi objects to the Motion to Consolidate.  Rule 79(a) of the Commission‘s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 states that “the Commission may con-solidate proceedings where the issues are substantially similar and the rights of the parties will not be prejudiced.”  It is found that the issues in the two dockets are different.  The Motion to Consolidate will be denied.

E. Movant next requests an extension of time for all par-ties of record to make appropriate prehearing filings.  Movant requests that it be allowed to file within one week following the disposition of the Motion by the Commission.  Telluride Taxi does not object to the Motion.  The motion will be granted.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Consolidate Docket No. 98A-571BP with 99A-049CP is denied.

2. The Motion to Vacate the Hearing currently sched-uled for May 7, 1999 is granted.  The hearing of the transfer docket, 99A-049CP will immediately follow hearing of the appli-cation Docket No. 98A-571BP.  The hearing is rescheduled as follows:
