I. statement

1. By application filed March 1, 1999, Alpine Activ-ities Center, Inc., requests a suspension of its operations under Certificate No. 9742 for the nine and a half-month period from March 1, 1999 through December 15, 1999.  As grounds there-fore, Alpine Activity Center, Inc., pertinently notes that this is not the first seasonal suspension, and that the needs of the public in Steamboat Springs will be served by its year round affiliate, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc.  Further, applicant notes that the previous owner of Certificate No. 9742, Steamboat Transpor-tation Services, Inc., also suspended operations under the cer-tificate during those months when the Steamboat ski resort was closed.  Notice was given on March 15, 1999, and no inter-ventions, protests, or objections have been received. 

2. Rule 6, Common Carrier Rules, 4 CCR 723-31-6.2.2  allows for no more than 12 months of suspension in any 24 consecutive months, and applicant enjoyed a nine-month suspension from March 16 to December 15, 1998. See Dec. No. C98-501, March 161998.  Accordingly, applicant is entitled to an additional three months, but not more.  If applicant is only going to operate the taxi service for three or four months of the year it might consider converting the authority to seasonal status, the actual situation in effect for some period of time.  An appropriate order will enter.

II. order

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. Alpine Activity Center, Inc., doing business as Steamboat Taxi is hereby authorized to suspend operations under Certificate No. 9742 for the period March 1, 1999 through May 31, 1999.  If it has not obtained seasonal status by that time, it must resume taxi operations, to include written notice of reinstatement, insurance, and tariffs.

2. The hearing in this matter scheduled for May 14, 1999 is vacated. 

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
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
