I. statement

A. This proceeding was instituted by the issuance of Decision No. C99-290, March 19, 1999.  That decision suspended the tariff sheets filed by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), under Advice Letter No. 2756.  That order further established that requests for intervention were due 30 days from the mailing date of the decision or by April 19, 1999.  On April 19, 1999, McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. (“McLeodUSA”), filed its Motion to Intervene.  As grounds for the motion McLeodUSA states that it is a competitive local exchange carrier currently offering competitive local services.  It is authorized and currently provides intraLATA and interLATA interexchange telecommunications services within Colorado.
