I. statement

A. On May 13, 1999, Harvey’s Wagon Wheel Casino and Hotel (“Harvey’s”) filed its Late-Filed Petition for Intervention.  As grounds for the intervention Harvey’s states that it is a casino which is the entity sought to be served by this application.  As to the untimeliness Harvey’s states that it was originally hav-ing its interests represented through the Applicant Four Winds, Inc., doing business as People’s Choice Transportation, Inc., but now feels a need to protect its own interests.

B. On May 13, 1999, Intervenor Casino Transportation, Inc. (“CTI”), filed its Response to the Late-Filed Petition.  CTI states that Harvey’s petition is untimely and that Harvey’s has not stated sufficient grounds to intervene.

C. The Commission has recently announced at a weekly meeting that it is granting the late-filed petition for Harvey’s in the companion temporary authority application to this per-manent authority docket.  The reasoning of the Commission should be followed and therefore the Late-Filed Petition for Interven-tion is granted.

II. order

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Late-Filed Petition for Intervention filed May 12, 1999 by Harvey’s Wagon Wheel Casino and Hotel is granted.  Harvey’s Wagon Wheel Casino and Hotel takes this pro-ceeding as it finds it, including all existing procedural dead-lines.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
