I. statement

A. On June 24, 1999, Staff filed its Motion to Vacate and to Reschedule Hearing and Motion to Waive or to Shorten Response Time.  As grounds for the Motion to Vacate and Reschedule the Hearing, Staff points out the interrelated nature of this pro-ceeding with several other proceedings pending before the Com-mission.  Recent decisions by the Commission in Docket No. 99R-028T (concerning the Colorado High Cost Support Mechanism); Docket No. 99A-068T (concerning access tariff rates); and Docket No. 98F-146T (concerning rates for public access lines) will have an effect on the testimony and substance of this docket.  Staff suggests that the testimony that has been prefiled by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), will need to be reviewed and possibly adjusted.  

B. U S WEST agrees that the changed circumstances require it to review and perhaps change the rates and prices proposed in this docket.

C. It is further represented that the parties to this proceeding do not object to vacating and rescheduling the July 19, 1999 hearing to the week of September 13, 1999 and to modifying the procedural schedule to accommodate new filing of testimony.  Further, Staff requests that response time be waived due to the approaching deadline for intervenor testimony as well as the unopposed nature of the motion.

D. On June 28, 1999 Applicant U S WEST Communications, Inc. filed a waiver of the time limits contained in § 40-6-109.5, C.R.S.

E. Good grounds having been shown, the Motion to Waive Response Time should be granted.

F. Concerning the Motion to Vacate and Reschedule, good grounds have also been shown and it will be granted as well.
