I. statement

A. On June 3, 1999, Boulder Taxi, LLC, doing business as Boulder Yellow Cab (“Boulder Taxi”) filed a Motion for a Retro-active Extension of Time to Comply with One of the Requirements of the Commission Order Granting Temporary Authority, Decision No. C98-1267, mailed on December 18, 1998.  Under ordering para-graph no. 2 of this decision, Boulder Taxi was to comply with all the requirements in 30 days of the effective date of the order or on January 17, 1999.  Boulder Taxi complied with the requirements of the Decision except for a late filing of the 1999 stamp fees paid on March 1, 1999.

B. Boulder Taxi requests that the Commission grant a retroactive extension of time to and including March 1, 1999.

C. Good cause having been shown, the motion will be granted.

II. order

D. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion of Applicant Boulder Taxi, LLC, doing business as Boulder Yellow Cab for a retroactive extension of time to comply with the compliance filing ordered in Decision No. C98-1267 to and including March 1, 1999 is granted.

2. Ordering paragraph no. 2 of Decision No. C98-1267 is amended to provide that Applicant shall complete compliance filings on or before March 1, 1999.

3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or Stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

5. If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
