I. STATEMENT

A. By letter dated April 7, 1999, the Applicant, Child Careful Transports, Inc., filed an unverified application seek-ing authorization from the Colorado Public Utilities Commission to abandon passenger carrier operations under Certificate No. 54654.

B. Public notice of the application was provided in the Commission’s Notice of Applications Filed on April 26, 1999.

C. No protest, objection, or petition to intervene or otherwise participate in this proceeding was filed by any person within the time period prescribed.  Therefore, this matter is uncontested and is eligible for processing under modified procedure pursuant to Rule 24 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

On July 8, 1999, the undersigned issued Decision No. R99-739-I in this docket.  That Order set the matter for hearing on July 16, 1999, as a result of Applicant’s failure to submit the verified statement requested in the Commission’s letter to the Applicant of June 7, 1999, and as required by Rule 24(a).
E.
On July 13, 1999, the Applicant filed the above-described verified statement by facsimile transmission.  The original verified statement, along with the appropriate number of copies of the same, were received by the Commission on July 15, 1999.
F.
By virtue of the foregoing, it is appropriate to vacate the July 16, 1999, hearing and to process this applica-tion under modified procedure.  In addition, the provisions of Rule 22(d)(6) (requiring the original and the appropriate number of copies of Applicant’s verified statement to be filed one business day after the facsimile filing) and the provisions of Rule 24(a) (requiring the filing of the Applicant’s verified statement within ten days after the matter has been designated to be determined by the Commission under modified procedure), should be waived.
ORDER

D. It Is Ordered That:

The hearing currently scheduled in this matter on July 16, 1999 is vacated.

The provisions of Rule 22(d)(6) (requiring the original and the appropriate number of copies of Applicant’s verified statement to be filed one business day after the fac-simile filing) and the provisions of Rule 24(a) (requiring the filing of the Applicant’s verified statement within ten days after the matter has been designated to be determined by the Commission under modified procedure), are waived.

This application shall be processed under modi-fied procedure.

This Order shall be effective immediately.
