I. statement

A. On May 26, 1999, Voice Networks, Inc. (“VNI”), filed a pleading opposing the entry of appearance and intervention of Colorado Telecommunications Association (“CTA”). CTA filed a Notice of Intervention by Right on May 24, 1999.  VNI states that CTA does not qualify for intervention by right pursuant to Rule 64(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  VNI also states that the Commission should not allow CTA to intervene by permission pur-suant to Rule 64(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure since CTA failed to establish the grounds for inter-vention by permission required by the rule.

B. Having read the Notice of Intervention of CTA, and reasons therein supporting the intervention, and VNI’s pleading in opposition to the intervention, it is found that CTA should be granted permission to intervene pursuant to Rule 64(b) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

II. order

C. It Is Ordered That:

1. The request of Voice Networks, Inc., for the Com-mission to reject the Entry of Appearance and Notice of Inter-vention filed by the Colorado Telecommunications Association is denied.

2. CTA  is granted permission to intervene in the instant docket.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
