I. statement

A. On July 22, 1999, Greeley Gas Company (“Greeley Gas”) filed a Motion to Late-File an Exhibit.  Greeley Gas also requests that response time be waived.

B. Good cause having been shown, the motion of Greeley Gas to late-file an exhibit is granted.

C. On August 3, 1999, Applicant, Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) filed an Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing and to Suspend Procedural Schedule.  Public Serv-ice also requests that response time be waived.  Public Service requests that the hearing be vacated and that the procedural schedule be suspended since Public Service has held discussions with the five intervening gas utilities and has reached a set-tlement in principal with the utilities which resolves the issues in this docket.  Public Service states that it and the five intervening gas utilities reached an agreement to submit to the Commission for its approval proposals which Public Service believes will resolve the boundary lines disputes between Public Service and the other utilities.  Public Service also indicates that K N Energy, Inc. (“K N”), has agreed in principal to withdraw its general objections to remaining areas sought to be certificated by Public Service through its application.  Public Service states that the parties need additional time to submit their agreements and stipulations to the Commission.  Public Service states that it has contacted all the parties of record and has been authorized by said parties to state that they do not oppose the motion.

D. Public Service states that it anticipates filing a motion at the end of August, 1999 proposing a revised procedural schedule and/or hearing date.

E. Good cause having been shown, the Motion to Vacate Hearing and to Suspend Procedural Schedule will be granted.  It is noted that Public Service has waived the 120 and 210-day statutory time limits pursuant to § 40-6-109.5(1), C.R.S.

F. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Submit Late-Filed Exhibit filed by Greeley Gas Company is granted.

2. The Unopposed Motion to Vacate Hearing and to Suspend Procedural Schedule is granted.

3. The hearing currently scheduled for August 23 through 27, 1999 is vacated.

4. This Order is effective immediately.
