I. statement

A. A prehearing conference was held in this matter on September 10, 1999.  Certain pending motions were addressed.  Initially, U S WEST Communications, Inc.’s (“U S WEST”) motion for an extension of time to file its answer was granted, and its answer, which was filed September 9, 1999, was deemed timely filed.  Next, the prehearing conference addressed U S WEST’s Motion for a More Definite Statement or in the Alternative Motion for Partial Summary Judgment.  The Motion for a More Definite Statement was granted in that AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., was ordered to file a clarification of the 97 allegedly held orders referenced in paragraph 37 of its complaint.  The Motion for Partial Summary Judgment was held in  abeyance, with U S WEST free to file such motion after the list of 97 orders has been filed.  This Order clarifies that the Motion will not be ruled on unless reoffered by U S WEST.

B. Certain limits on discovery were established and a procedural schedule was agreed upon.  These matters are set forth in the order below.

C. It Is Ordered That:

1. U S WEST Communications, Inc.’s Motion for One Half Day Extension of Time to Answer filed September 8, 1999 is granted.  U S WEST Communications, Inc.’s Answer filed September 9, 1999 is deemed timely filed.

2. U S WEST Communications, Inc.’s Motion for a More Definite Statement is granted as follows:  AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., shall file a more definite state-ment of the 97 allegedly held orders for access referred to in the complaint.  Such a clarification shall be filed no later than September 17, 1999.

3. Discovery shall be limited to an initial round of 30 interrogatories and a follow-up round of 15 interrogatories plus 2 depositions.  No party shall conduct discovery beyond that without authorization from the Commission.

8. The Commission’s normal ten-day response time shall apply to all discovery.
