I. statement

A. By application filed February 24, 1999, David D. Hirschhorn, doing business as Rainbow Riders, Alma, Colorado requests authority from this Commission to provide both sched-uled and charter service as more fully set forth in its appli-cation.  On March 1, 1999, the Commission sent notice to all who might desire to protest, object, and intervene.

B. On March 10, 1999, Vail Valley Transportation, Inc., and Vail Valley Taxi, Inc., filed their intervention objecting to the grant of any authority to or from Eagle County.

C. On May 10, 1999, applicant restrictively amended its authority to provide for call-and-demand charter service between all points in Summit County, as well as scheduled night bus service in Summit County.  This restrictive amendment was further clarified by a second restrictive amendment filed June 1, 1999 wherein applicant limited itself to providing sea-sonal scheduled service from December 20th of one year to March 15th of the following year.  With that, the interests of the Vail intervenors were satisfied and they withdrew.

II. order

D. The Commission Orders That:

1. David D. Hirschhorn, doing business as Rainbow Riders, is hereby granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity for the transportation of passengers as follows:  a. charter service between all points in the County of Summit, State of Colorado; and b. seasonal scheduled bus service between all points in the County of Summit from December 20th of one year to March 15th of the following year.

RESTRICTIONS:
Restricted to providing scheduled bus service between 12 midnight and 3 a.m.
2. Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commis-sion certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issu-ance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Appli-cant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering para-graph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant addi-tional time for compliance.
3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

5.
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
