I. statement

A. By application filed March 17, 1998, Kids Wheels, LLC, requests an extension of its existing authority, PUC No. 50096, to apply for transportation of ill, incapacitated, and other conditions of minor children requiring the supervision of a parent, guardian, or attendant.  On March 30, 1998, the Commis-sion sent notice to all who might desire to protest, object, or intervene.

B. On April 6, 1998, City Cab Company of Pueblo inter-vened as did Zone Cab, Inc., of Denver.  On April 23, 1998, Yellow Transportation filed its intervention.  As a result of negotiations between the various parties applicant deleted Pueblo County as a location in which it would provide its new service, and by stipulation with Yellow Transportation it redefined its application to limit itself against the transpor-tation of persons 18 years of age or older except when a minor passenger is incapacitated so as to be unable to travel without the assistance of a parent, guardian, or attendant or the minor passenger is too young to travel without the supervision of a parent, guardian, or attendant.  An appropriate order will enter.

II. order

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. Kids Wheels, LLC, is hereby granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity for the transportation of passengers 18 years or older only in conjunction with a minor passenger (17 years of age or younger) that requires the assis-tance of a parent, guardian, or attendant or the minor passenger is too young to travel without the supervision of a parent, guardian, or attendant in those portions of metropolitan Denver already granted to applicant in PUC-50096.

2. Henceforth the full and complete authority under PUC No. 50096 shall be and read as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand lim-ousine service,

between all points in the following described areas:

(1)
Beginning at the intersection of 120th Avenue and Gun Club Road, as extended; thence south along Gun Club Road, as extended, to its intersection with Lincoln Avenue, as extended; thence west along Lincoln Avenue, as extended, to its inter-section with Colorado State Highway 93, as extended; thence north along Colorado State High-way 93, as extended, to its intersection with 102th Avenue, as extended; thence east along 120th Avenue, as extended, to the point of begin-ning;

(2)
Beginning at the intersection of 120th Avenue, as extended, and Gun Club Road, as extended; thence west along 120th Avenue, as extended, to its intersection with Colorado Highway 93; thence north along an imaginary line to its intersection with Isabelle Road, as extended; thence east along Isabelle Road, as extended, to its inter-section with Gun Club Road; thence south along Gun Club Road, as extended, to the point of beginning; and

(3)
All points in the County of Pueblo, State of Colorado.

RESTRICTIONS:

A.
Against the transportation of passengers 18 years or older except when a minor passenger (17 years of age or younger) is incapacitated and requires the assistance of a parent, guardian, or atten-dant; or the minor passenger is too young to travel without the supervision of a parent, guardian, or attendant.  

B.
To the transportation of persons 17 years of age or younger between points in Pueblo County;

C.
Against providing service to or from Denver International Airport;

D.
Against providing service within Boulder County; 

E.
To the use of vehicles with a seating capacity of 15 passengers or less, including the driver.

3. Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Com-mission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Oper-ations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Applicant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance.

4. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

5. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

6.
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
