I. STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. STATEMENT

1. On September 15, 1999 Staff of the Commission filed its Petition For Leave to Intervene.  As grounds for the Petition, Staff states that this proceeding meets the criteria established in Rule 72( C )(2) regarding Staff intervention in a proceeding with a public interest issue.  Specifically, resolution of the issues raised may affect a significant number of utility customers.  Staff also suggests that a significant utility practice or procedure is at issue, and that significant utility expenditures may possibly be ordered.  Staff contends that a significant enforcement issue is presented.
