I. statement

A. Decision No. R99-1005-I set a procedural schedule to be filed in this proceeding.  Certain portions of that order were unclear.  This order clarifies that the discovery limita-tion of 30 interrogatories was intended to include inter-rogatories as well as requests for production of documents.  A total of 30 is allowed.

B. The order was silent as to requests for admissions.  After a discussion with AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., and U S WEST Communications, Inc., it was deter-mined that 15 requests for admissions would be permitted.  Finally, it was clarified that the disclosure of expert tes-timony due by October 15, 1999 requires summaries, not testimony in question-and-answer format.
