I. statement

A. By application filed March 24, 1999, America-1 Limou-sine, LLC requests an extension of PUC No. 55363 from its cur-rent service area in portions of eastern Douglas County to and from Denver International Airport to provide service on a call-and-demand limousine basis from and to all of Douglas County.  On March 29, 1999, the Commission sent notice to all who might desire to protest, object, or intervene.

B. On April 26, 1999, Shuttle Associates, LLC filed their protest.

C. Originally scheduled for hearing on June 22, 1999, the matter was continued at the request of the applicant to October 6 and 7, 1999.

D. On October 6, 1999, the matter was called for hearing before Administrative Law Judge Arthur G. Staliwe.  At the con-clusion of applicant’s case the parties requested an opportunity to conference, and later announced that they had achieved a settlement of the disputed application.  On October 8, 1999, the parties submitted their stipulation, calling for call-and-demand limousine service between Denver International Airport and all points in the County of Douglas subject to a restriction involv-ing a portion of Douglas County located along the I-25 corridor.

II. order

E. The Commission Orders That:

1. America-1 Limousine, LLC, is hereby granted an extension of operations under PUC No. 55363 so that the entire authority under PUC No. 55363 reads as follows:

Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand lim-ousine service,

between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and, all points in the County of Douglas, State of Colorado on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:

A.
Restricted against providing service between Den-ver International Airport on the one hand, and the following described area on the other hand:  beginning at the intersection of Interstate Highway 25 and Interstate Highway E-470, then south along I-25 to its intersection with Lincoln Avenue, then east along Lincoln Avenue to its intersection with Jordan Road, then north along Jordan Road to its intersection with Interstate Highway E-470, then west along Interstate High-way E-470 to the point of beginning.

B.
This authority is restricted to the use of vehi-cles with a capacity of 11 passengers or less, excluding the driver.

2. Applicant shall cause to be filed with the Commis-sion certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Applicant shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issu-ance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If the Appli-cant does not comply with the requirements of this ordering para-graph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then the ordering paragraph granting authority to the Applicant shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant addi-tional time for compliance.
3. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

4. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the procedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stipulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

5.
If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
