I. STATEMENT

A. On October 31, 1999, one of the Intervenors in the captioned proceeding, Shafer-Shonewill & Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express (“Englewood Express”), filed a formal complaint against the Applicant herein, Valera Lea Holtorf doing business as Dashabout Shuttle Company and/or Roadrunner Express.  That proceeding has been assigned Docket No. 99F-423CP.

Any desired response to any motion seeking to consolidate Docket No. 99F-423CP with the captioned proceeding shall be filed with the Commission on or before November 16, 1999 via facsimile transmission pursuant to Rule 7(a) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Service of responses on all parties shall be accomplished pursuant to Rule 7(b)(2) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Proce-dure.
