I. STATEMENT

1. The captioned proceeding was called for hearing in Castle Rock, Colorado, on November 8, 1999.  As a preliminary matter, argument was presented in connection with the Motion to Dismiss or, Alternatively, to Limit Evidence filed by Inter-venor, Shuttle Associates, LLC, on November 3, 1999.  As a result of that argument, the Applicant, Superior Shuttle Serv-ice, Inc., moved for a continuance of the hearing.  

2. The motion for continuance was unopposed and, therefore, granted.  All parties were then ordered to provide the undersigned Administrative Law Judge, on or before Novem-ber 15, 1999, a list of dates in December 1999 and January 2000 when they would be available for a re-scheduled hearing.  Sub-sequent to receiving those filings the undersigned will issue a procedural order re-setting the matter for hearing and estab-lishing deadlines for the filing of witness and exhibits lists.

3. Further discussion at the hearing related to another Motion to Dismiss Application filed by Intervenor, America 1 Limousine, LLC doing business as Shuttle USA (“Shuttle USA”) on November 5, 1999.  Applicant was advised of its right to file a written response to such motion on or before November 19, 1999.  An order resolving the Shuttle USA Motion to Dismiss will be issued subsequent to expiration of the response period and prior to any rescheduled hearing date.

II. ORDER

B. It Is Ordered That:

1. Applicant Superior Shuttle Service, Inc.’s motion for continuance of the November 8, 1999, hearing date in the captioned proceeding is granted.

2. On or before November 15, 1999, all parties shall advise the undersigned, in writing, of their availability for a rescheduled hearing in December 1999 or January 2000.

3. Any desired response to the Motion to Dismiss Application filed by America 1 Limousine, LLC doing business as Shuttle USA shall be filed on or before November 19, 1999.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
