I. statement

On December 13, 1999, Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (“Sprint”) filed its Petition to Intervene.
  As grounds for the petition, Sprint states that it is certified to provide local exchange service in Colorado and it is also a provider of intraLATA toll services and long distance telecommunications services of customers in the State of Colorado.  It opposes the 

expansion of local calling areas because it threatens to reduce intraLATA toll.

A. No response to the petition was filed.  Good grounds having been shown, the petition should be granted.

B. On December 22, 1999, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) filed its Motion for Extension of Time to File Testimony and Exhibits and Waiver of Response Time.  By this motion the OCC notes that the existing procedural schedule calls for intervenors to file testimony and exhibits by December 30, 1999.  The OCC’s main witness has been out of the office and unable to prepare testimony.  Therefore the OCC seeks an exten​sion of time of approximately one week, to and including January 7, 2000 to file its testimony and exhibits.  It is represented that neither the Staff nor U S WEST Communications, Inc., oppose the request for extension of time.  Due to the impending due date, response time is requested to be waived.

C. Response time will be waived and the motion will be granted.  All Intervenors shall have until January 7, 2000 to file their testimony and exhibits.

D. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Intervene filed December 13, 1999 by Sprint Communications Company, L.P. is granted.

2. The Motion for Extension of Time to File Tes​timony and Exhibits filed December 22, 1999 by the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel is granted.  Intervenors shall have until January 7, 2000 to file testimony and exhibits in this proceeding.

3. This Order shall be effective immediately.
