I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement, Findings, and Conclusion:

1. On December 15, 1999, Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo, filed an application (Docket No. 99A-603CP-Extension-TA) for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 47426, to include the transportation of passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, between all points located within a 30-mile radius of the intersection of Colorado Avenue and Oak Street in Telluride, Colorado, and between said points on the one hand, and all points located within a 10-mile radius of the Montrose Regional Airport, Montrose, Colorado, on the other hand.

2. The Commission gave notice of the application on December 20, 1999.  A joint intervention opposing a grant of the application was filed by: (1) Colorado West Transportation Co., Inc., doing business as Telluride Shuttle & Taxi; (2) Colorado Ventures, LLC., doing business as Telluride Transit Co.; and (3) San Miguel Mountain Ventures, LLC, doing business as Telluride Express.
3. By § 40-6-120, C.R.S., the application for temporary authority is under consideration for a Commission order.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need.

5. The support filed on behalf of this application is insufficient to demonstrate need for another call-and-demand limousine service in a territory where there are two common carriers presently authorized to provide the requested service.

6. The Commission finds that there is no immediate and urgent need for additional transportation services.  

7. This application for temporary authority is not in the public interest and should be denied.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. This application for temporary authority, filed by Levtzow, LLC, doing business as Mountain Limo, is denied.

9. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Decision.

10. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
