I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact 

1. On November 22, 1999, Madison Dearborn Capital Partners III, L.P. (“Madison Dearborn”) and Dakota Services, Ltd., now @link Networks, Inc. (“@link”), filed a joint application seeking Commission approval to transfer control from @link to Madison Dearborn.  4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-37 and 4 CCR 723-1-55.  Through the proposed transfer, @link will become a wholly-owned subsidiary of Madison Dearborn but will operate as a separate entity.

2. On December 8, 1999, Madison Dearborn and @link filed a supplement clarifying certain information concerning the application.

3. @link is currently certificated to provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services on a facilities-based basis in the State of Colorado and also certificated to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommunications Services in the State of Colorado.

4. On November 22, 1999, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before December 22, 1999.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.

B. Discussion

5. The application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S.

6. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer of control is not contrary to the public interest.  4 CCR 723-1-55(c)(12) and (c)(13)(D).

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application by Madison Dearborn Capital Partners III, L.P. and @link Networks, Inc., is deemed complete.

8. The application for authority to transfer control of  @link Networks, Inc., to Madison Dearborn Capital Partners, III, L.P. is approved.

9. @link Networks, Inc., must complete a “Form G Adoption Notice” for inclusion in the tariff notifying prospective customers of the name change to @link Networks, pursuant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1-42.

10. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
