I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A.
Statement

1. On October 7, 1999, Octal Resources, Inc., doing business as O'Neal Water Works (“O'Neal”), filed an application seeking Commission authorization to proceed with a pending sale of stock and subsequent change in control of the company and its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide jurisdictional water services in an area east of Pueblo, Colorado.

2. On November 19, 1999, by Decision No. C99-1274 in Docket No. 99A-494W, the Commission approved the ownership transfer of O'Neal and charged the new owners, Robert P. Paradiso and Barbara A. Paradiso with the obligation to file an initial tariff for the water company within 30 days. 
3. In a letter dated January 2, 2000, Mr. Robert P. Paradiso indicated that his research of other utility rates and  the potential impact of new water augmentation rules was incomplete and requested additional time to file the tariff.
B.
Findings of Fact and Conclusions  

1.
O'Neal is a supplier of residential domestic water to approximately 160 customers in an area lying immediately east of the City of Pueblo, Pueblo County, Colorado.

2.
Comparable rates for water services and the potential financial impact of new water augmentation rules may be factors for consideration in establishing water service rates; accordingly, we conclude that good grounds exist for granting an extension of time for filing the tariff.

II. ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

4. Octal Resources, doing business as  O'Neal Water Works, shall file an advice letter to place into effect an initial tariff of rates, charges, rules, and regulations,  pursuant to applicable provisions of § 40-3-103 and § 40-3-104, C.R.S., and applicable Commission rules by close of business on January 31, 2000.
