I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1. On December 16, 1999, Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”) filed its application for approval of steam cost adjustment (“SCA”) filings for the period October 1998 through September 1999.  The Commission gave notice of the application on December 22, 1999.  There were no interventions.

2. The application and the supporting testimony and evidence indicate that the annual filing has been made in accordance with Public Service’s applicable tariff.  The SCAs made during the period October 1998 through September 1999, including all underlying calculations, accounting, and costs, should be approved.

3. Public Service has traditionally filed a less than statutory notice (“LSN”) application to set rates into effect.  It then later files an application to approve the underlying calculations, accounting, and costs incurred.  The application refers to the LSN application for supporting data such as financial statements and capital structure calculations.  The company refers to the data in its LSN filing in this docket but does not file the data.  The company is ordered to file computer data from that filing to support the application in future SCA filings rather than referring to an earlier docket.

II. order

B. The Commission Orders That:

1. The application of Public Service Company of Colorado for an order approving its steam cost adjustment filings for the period October 1998 through September 1999 is deemed complete and granted.  

2. Public Service Company of Colorado shall file all supporting documentation from the less than statutory notice docket on diskette to support the data in its application to approve the steam cost adjustment filing in future filings.
