COMMISSION ORDER GRANTING TIME SCHEDULE CHANGES ON LESS-THAN-STATUTORY NOTICE

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On January 19, 2000, Casino Transportation, Inc. ("CTI"), filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of 1st Revised Page No. 2 to Passenger Time Schedule No. 8, and 1st Revised Page No. 2 to Passenger Time Schedule No. 11, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  CTI provides scheduled service between points in the Denver metro area and Black Hawk and Central City, under Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) PUC Nos. 48419L and 52393.

2. First Revised Page No. 2 to Time Schedule No. 8, and 1st Revised Page No. 2 to Passenger Time Schedule No. 11 replaces the scheduled stop at Buckingham Village, 1555 S. Havana, with a scheduled stop at Buckingham Square, 1182 S. Havana.

3. In support of this application, CTI states that a stock transfer of CPCN PUC No. 52393 was granted by the Commission by Decision No. C99-1100 on October 8, 1999.  CTI also states that at approximately the same time the stock transfer was being completed, the landlord of its scheduled stop at 1555 S. Havana canceled CTI’s lease at this location on very short notice.  CTI was able to find a new location for a scheduled stop at 1182 S. Havana and provided continuous service to the public.  CTI states that as a result of the confusion that occurred during the change in ownership of CPCN 52393, neither the old or the new owners filed a revised time schedule to indicate the change in the scheduled stop.  CTI states it was only recently informed by its attorney that an incorrect location was named in Time Schedules No. 8 and 11.  CTI requests that the proposed time schedule changes that correct the errors in Passenger Time Schedules No. 8 and 11 be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

4. Analysis of this application has determined that the revision of the time schedules is acceptable under the authority granted to CTI.  Granting the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice will allow CTI to accurately name the point from which scheduled service is currently being provided and eliminate the errors in Time Schedules No. 8 and 11.

5. Rule 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, allows an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice for good cause shown.
6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedules No. 8 and 11, and that the application should be granted.

7. CTI needs to remain cognizant of its status as an entity regulated by the Public Utilities Commission and, as such, is bound by statute and rules.  To the extent that CTI has engaged in contracts that the expiration, modification or terms require it to violate standard rules with regard to notice to the public and the Commission, such practice must change.  If any contracts exist with provisions that force CTI to violate rules and law or necessitate frequent waivers of Commission rules, CTI is ordered to negotiate modifications to the contracts that will allow it to comply with rules and law.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

8. The application by Casino Transportation, Inc., to publish 1st Revised Page No. 2 to Time Schedule No. 8 and 1st Revised Page No. 2 to Time Schedule 11, on less-than-statutory notice, is granted.

9. First Revised Page No. 2 to Time Schedule No. 8, and 1st Revised Page No. 2 to Time Schedule 11, as set forth in the attached Appendix, shall be published on not less than one day notice to the Commission and the general public.

B. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
