COMMISSION ORDER GRANTING TIME SCHEDULE CHANGES ON LESS-THAN-STATUTORY NOTICE

I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. On January 24, 2000, DSC/Purgatory, LLC, doing business as Mountain Transport ("Mountain Transport"), filed an application for an order of the Commission authorizing the publication of Passenger Time Schedule No. 6, to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.  Mountain Transport provides scheduled service between hotels in the Durango, Colorado area and the Purgatory Ski Resort under Certificate of Public Convenience & Necessity (“CPCN”) PUC No. 54985.

2. In its application, Mountain Transport proposes to decrease the number of scheduled round-trips between Durango and the Purgatory Ski Resort from ten to five per day.

3. In support of this application, Mountain Transport states the passengers that utilize its scheduled service are mainly skiers that are staying or living in Durango.  Mountain Transport states that the substantially below average snowfall received this winter has resulted in significantly fewer passengers using its scheduled service to and from the Purgatory Ski Resort.  Mountain Transport states that ridership is down 60% from last year.  Mountain Transport states that continuing to provide the ten round-trips per day at the current level of ridership would cause it to suffer financial losses due to the high operational costs.  Therefore, to avoid additional financial loss and to meet the limited demand for the scheduled service, Mountain Transport requests that the proposed time schedule changes be approved to become effective on less-than-statutory notice.

4. Analysis of this application has determined that the revision of the time schedule is acceptable under Mountain Transport’s CPCN PUC No. 54985.  The granting of the proposed time schedule changes on less-than-statutory notice is required to allow Mountain Transport to reduce additional financial losses and to meet the lessened demand for the scheduled service during the remainder of the ski season.

5. Rule No. 31(f)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, states that an order authorizing carriers to change tariffs or time schedules on less-than-statutory notice will be entered for good cause shown.
6. The Commission finds that good cause has been shown for the approval of the proposed changes in Time Schedule No. 6, and the application should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The application of DSC/Purgatory, LLC, doing business as Mountain Transport, to publish Passenger Time Schedule No. 6 on less-than-statutory notice is granted.

8. Passenger Time Schedule No. 6 shall be published on not less than one-day notice to the Commission and the general public.

9. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
