I. by the commission

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On January 14, 2000, Elite Telephone Company, Inc. (“Elite”), filed a notice of intent to expand operating authority and to exercise additional operating authority.  The filing seeks approval for Elite to provide local exchange telecommunications services, to mirror these local calling areas within the state where U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), is currently certificated to provide those services on both a resale and a facilities-owned basis.

2. The central offices comprising the operating area included in this notice are identical to those contained in U S WEST’s Exchange and Network Services Tariff (PUC No. 15), § 5.1.1.  Elite included all exchange maps in a revision to its Tariff No. 2 (Advice Letter No. 9), which it filed simultaneously with this notice.  It also attached a copy of the revised tariff pages, including the maps for the areas in which Elite seeks to expand its service, as Appendix A to the notice.

B. Discussion

1. In Decision No. R98-151 (Docket No. 97A-223T), the Commission granted Elite a certificate to provide local exchange telecommunications services in the specific service territory of portions of Colorado Springs.

2. That decision instructed Elite to file a future notice of intent to exercise operating authority outside of the specific service territory for which it was then certificated, and to update the information required in Rules 4.1.7 and 4.1.11, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-35.

3. Pursuant to § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., the Commission finds that this matter may be considered without a hearing.

4. Consistent with terms and conditions established in previous Commission decisions, Elite shall participate in the Colorado High Cost Fund, the Telecommunications Relay Services for the Disabled Telephone Users Program, the Emergency Telephone Access Act Program, and other financial support mechanisms that may be created in the future by the Commission to implement §§ 40-15-502(4) and (5), C.R.S.  Elite acknowledges that before providing local exchange telecommunications services it must:  (1) file effective tariffs or price lists for its services; and (2) comply with all Commission rules and orders applicable to the provision of local exchange telecommunications services.  

5. Elite is required to maintain its books of accounts and records using Generally Accepted Accounting Principles.  4 CCR 723-1

6. Expanding Elite’s operating authority is consistent with the legislative statements of policy contained in §§ 40-15-101, 40-15-501, and 40-15-502, C.R.S.

II. order

C. The Commission Orders That:

1. Elite Telephone Company, Inc.’s certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services on a resold and facilities-owned basis is expanded to include those portions of the State of Colorado currently served by U S WEST Communications, Inc.

2. Elite Telephone Company, Inc.’s notice of intent to exercise operating authority in the exchanges listed in Appendix A of its notice is approved.

3. For Elite Telephone Company, Inc.’s local exchange telecommunications service provided on a facilities-owned basis, it shall have the obligation to serve all customers in its service territory on a non-discriminatory basis only in areas in which it has such facilities.  Specifically, Elite Telephone Company, Inc., shall not be allowed to refuse service to a qualified customer, that is, a customer that has the ability to pay for the service.  For clarification, “service territory” shall be defined as that portion of Colorado included in the exchange maps provided as part of the Notice of Intent to Exercise Operating Authority and in Elite Telephone Company, Inc.’s PUC Tariff No. 2.  Further, as a condition of this expansion of its operating authority, Elite Telephone Company, Inc., shall be required to provide local exchange telecommunications services to residential customers in compliance with § 40-15-502(3)(b)(I), C.R.S.

4. As a provider of local exchange telecommunications services, Elite Telephone Company, Inc., is reminded of the timeframes specified at Rule 9, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-35, regarding failure of a provider to provide facilities-based service to customers in its operating area within the following time after the grant of operating authority, unless the Commission orders otherwise:  not more than five years.
