I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement

1. In Decision No. C00-34, we took administrative notice of certain information in the files of the Commission for the purpose of calculating appropriate reparations for violations of Commission rules by U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“USWC”).  The parties (i.e. Intervenors Archibold et al. in their Application for Rehearing, Reargument, or Reconsideration, and USWC in its Motion for Extension of Time to Comply and Motion for Stay Pending Judicial Review) objected to the Commission’s taking administrative notice of the information discussed in Decision No. C00-34.  The Commission at its Weekly Meeting on February 24, 2000 granted the request for rehearing by Archibold et al.  The purpose of the rehearing is to provide all parties an opportunity to comment regarding the Commission’s method for calculating appropriate reparations in this case, including the information upon which those calculations were based.

2. As part of the rehearing procedure, we are supplementing the record pursuant to Commission Rule 4 CCR 723‑1-91(b) by including the specific information of which we took administrative notice in Decision No. C00-34.  The noticed information (listed below) is that information the Commission examined to derive USWC’s revenues, expenses, and adjustments for purposes of calculating the amounts paid as reparations.
