I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On December 16, 1999, Northern Colorado Telecommunications, LLC, doing business as Touch America Colorado (“TAC”) was granted, inter alia, a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide certain emerging competitive telecommunications services.  The Commission order set the deadline for filing tariffs at 90 days.  Decision No. C99-1371.

2. On February 22, 2000, TAC filed a motion for an extension of time in which to file the required tariffs.  As grounds for the motion, TAC stated that on February 3, 2000, TAC filed an application (Docket No. 00A-071T) for specific forms of relaxed regulation regarding its high-end private line telecommunications service.  The application notice period expires on March 10, 2000.  TAC requests a 60-day extension beyond a possible denial of the application.

3. As grounds for the motion, for intraLATA and interLATA toll services, TAC stated that it intends to provide services on a resale basis only, but anticipates providing facilities based interLATA and intraLATA services in the future.  TAC anticipates it will have facilities established to provide facilities based interLATA and intraLATA services in approximately 6 to 12 months and would like an extension in which to file tariffs until September 1, 2000.

B. Discussion

Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commission finds good cause has been stated and will grant the motion.  

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

4. The Commission waives response time to the motion.

5. Northern Colorado Telecommunications, LLC, doing business as Touch America Colorado’s Motion for Extension of Time for private line services is granted.  Northern Colorado Telecommunications, doing business as Touch America Colorado is granted an extension of time to file its tariffs for high-end private line services up to and including June 1, 2000, pending Commission consideration of a relaxed regulatory scheme in Docket No. 00A-071T.

6. Northern Colorado Telecommunications, LLC, doing business as Touch America Colorado’s Motion for Extension of Time for intraLATA and interLATA toll services tariffs is granted up to and including September 1, 2000.

7. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
