I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings and Conclusions

1. On January 18, 2000, Staff of the Commission ("Staff") filed a motion seeking a forthwith order following a shortened response time on three issues related to the Draft 1999 Integrated Resource Plan ("IRP") filed by Public Service Company of Colorado ("Public Service").  By Decision No. C00-191, the Commission shortened response time to noon on February 28, 2000.  Public Service, Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel, and the Colorado Independent Energy Association ("CIEA") filed responses.

2. Decision No. C00-191 also sought comment on the need for and possible scope of a status conference at this stage of the resource acquisition process Public Service is undertaking in conjunction with this docket.  Staff, Public Service, City and County of Denver, and CIEA filed comments.

3. Upon review of the comments and the responses to Staff's pending motion, the Commission finds that a status conference is warranted.  A status conference will provide an opportunity for the Commission to resolve Staff's pending motion, to obtain direct answers to questions and to address other existing disputes and concerns regarding Public Service's 1999 IRP.

4. The Commission will take additional argument on Staff's pending motion.  The Commission will also consider and take argument on all issues set forth in the comments filed in response to Decision No. C00-191, as well as other issues not yet identified.  Parties should come prepared to respond to all issues identified before the status conference.

5. While the Commission recognizes that the IRP is a fluid process, the Commission and all parties will be better prepared to make decisions and answer questions, respectively, if there is advance notice of issues to be discussed.  To this end, the Commission asks that any party that can identify additional issue(s) prior to March 7, 2000 inform the Commission and all other parties of the issue(s) no later than that date.  Similarly, the Commission encourages more detailed descriptions of previously identified concerns and issues to be filed on or before March 7, 2000.
