I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On January 21, 2000, U.S. Online Communications, Inc. (“Online”) and USOL, Inc. (“USOL”) (jointly referred to as the (“Applicants”) filed a joint application seeking Commission approval to transfer from Online to USOL the Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Services on a resale basis throughout the state of Colorado, the Notice of Intent to Exercise Operating Authority on a resale basis in metropolitan Denver and Boulder,  and a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to Provide Emerging Competitive Services, specifically InterLATA and IntraLATA Toll, Private Line, and Switched Access. 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-55 and 723-37. 

2. On February 14, 2000 the Applicants filed a supplement clarifying certain application information. This information allowed the application to be deemed complete.

3. The Commission issued a notice of the Application on January 24, 2000.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  

B. Discussion

4. This application is unopposed and may be considered without a hearing.  § 40-6-109 (5), C.R.S.

5. The Commission finds that the proposed transfer of control is not contrary to the public interest.  §§ 40-15-101, 40-15-501, and 40-15-502, C.R.S.

6. In this application, U.S. Online Communications, Inc. wishes to transfer all of its assets to USOL, Inc. a new company organized to restructure Online’s business and operations, in order to facilitate the investment of additional equity capital into the new company.  The  transfer of assets to the newly formed company (USOL) will not result in any material change in the management or operations of Online.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

7. The joint application by U.S. Online Communications, Inc. and USOL, Inc. is deemed complete.

8. The joint application for authority to transfer the Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Service, Notice of Intent to Exercise Operating Authority in the metropolitan Denver and Boulder and the Certificate to Provide Emerging Competitive Telecommuncations Services, specifically InterLATA and IntraLATA Toll, Private Line, and Switched Access to USOL, Inc. is granted.
