I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement
1. This matter comes before the Commission for con-sideration of the application to abandon authority and withdraw tariff by USOL Holdings, Inc. (“USOL”), formerly known as FirstLink Communications, Inc. (“FirstLink”).  USOL initiated this proceeding by filing its “Application for Abandonment of Service”.  Dated January 20, 2000, the Commission received this notice on January 21, 2000.  On our own motion, we construe the application as a notice to abandon its authority and withdraw tariff under Rule 57, Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1.  Now being duly advised, we will grant the application.

2. USOL states that it is requesting withdrawal of its telecommunications authorities and cancellation of its Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity as granted in Decision No. C98-478, Docket No. 98A-122T.  According to Commission records, FirstLink has been granted Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications services and emerging competitive (Part 3) telecommunications services. We construe the application as an application to abandon FirstLink’s authorities related to local exchange and Part 3 services. 

3. The application by USOL states that it has not filed any tariffs and has no customers, therefore, no one will be adversely affected by the canceling of FirstLink’s certificates issued by this Commission. There are no customers for USOL to notify that it is no longer providing service. USOL intends to offer service through USOL, Inc., a subsidiary of USOL, the subject of Docket No. 00A-032T, pending before the Commission. 

4. Good grounds having been stated, we will grant the application to abandon Certificates to offer telecommunications issued to FirstLink.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application filed by USOL Holdings, Inc. on January 21, 2000 is construed as an application to abandon its authorities for competitive local exchange service and emerging competitive telecommunications services. As so construed, the application is deemed complete.

2. The application to abandon its authorities to provide competitive local exchange and emerging competitive telecommunications services is granted.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
