I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1. On January 27, 2000, dPi-Teleconnect, L.L.C. (“dPi” or “Company”), filed an application seeking approval of a proposed sale of majority interest to Rent-Way, Inc (“RWI”). 

2. On February 22 and 24, 2000, dPi filed  supplements clarifying certain information concerning the application.  Specifically, the Company provided information in response to a Staff letter dated February 3, 2000 requesting additional information and clarifications relevant to 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-37-3 and 4 CCR 723-37-4 are applicable to this filing. 

3. The Company provided the required information in conformance with 4 CCR 723-37-3.  A response by dPi to the information required in 4 CCR 723-37-4 indicated that RWI, the acquiring company does not hold any Commission issued authority to provide local exchange telecommunications services but is “merely acquiring a controlling interest in dPi-Teleconnect, L.L.C.”  The required information pursuant to 4 CCR 723-37-4 did not accompany the supplements to the filing. 

4. DPi-Teleconnect, L.L.C. was granted a Certificate to Provide Local Exchange Service (“CPLE”) by the Commission in Decision No. C99-661, effective June 22, 1999.  Rent-Way, Inc. possesses no Commission issued local exchange authority.

5. On February 1, 2000, the Commission issued a Notice of Application Filed, giving notice to all interested parties.  Interventions were due on or before March 2, 2000.  None were filed.

B. Discussion

The Commission finds that the proposed sale of majority interest requires that the application include the information requested in 4 CCR 723-37-4.2 related to the Company that is obtaining majority or controlling interest, Rent-Way, Inc. The application is thus incomplete.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

6. The application by dPi-Teleconnect, L.L.C., is deemed incomplete.

7. The application to approve the proposed sale of majority interest is denied without prejudice.

8. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
