I. BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. On March 8, 2000, Freedom Cabs, Inc. ("Applicant"), filed an application for temporary authority to extend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53638 by increasing the maximum number of vehicles authorized by 75 vehicles so that the authority reads as follows: Transportation of passengers and their baggage, in taxi service, between all points within the area comprised of the Counties of Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Denver, Douglas, and Jefferson, State of Colorado.  This application is restricted as follows: (I) To the use of a maximum of 125 vehicles in service at any time; and (II) Against opening an office within that portion of a 20-mile radius of the Post Office at Evergreen that lies west of a line drawn north and south through El Dorado Springs and Foxton, Colorado.
2. The Commission gave notice of the application on March 13, 2000.

3. Denver Taxi, LLC, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Super Shuttle 1-800-Blue-Van, and Cabs, Inc., doing business as Zone Cabs, Inc. and/or Centennial Sedans, Inc., filed interventions opposing a grant of the application.

4. Pursuant to § 40-6-120(1), C.R.S., the Commission is authorized to grant temporary authority when "there appears to be an immediate and urgent need to any point or within a territory having no carrier service capable of meeting such need."
5. Applicant must meet a two-fold test: first, that there is an immediate and urgent need for the transportation services, and second, that there is no existing carrier capable of meeting the need.  If Applicant fails to meet either test, the application must be denied.

B. Findings of Fact

6. The support filed on behalf of this application consists of a statement by Applicant and two letters of support.  Applicant does not allege any immediate and urgent public need for additional transportation service.  Applicant does not make any statement of the impact on existing carriers of its adding additional vehicles or the impact of its applying for only a 180-day temporary authority.

C. Conclusions

7. An immediate and urgent need for the requested transportation services does not exist, and there are other carriers capable of providing the service.
8. This application for temporary authority is not in the public interest.

9. The denial of this application creates no presumption about the final disposition of any permanent authority application that might be filed at a later date.
II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

10. The application for temporary authority filed by Freedom Cabs, Inc., is denied.

11. The 20-day time period provided by § 40-6-114(1), C.R.S., to file an application for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration shall begin on the first day after the Commission mails or serves this Order.

12. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
